Roles and Responsibilities of Community Educators

BASIC FUNCTION

To raise the level of understanding of the HPTU’s HIV prevention research among both study participants and the community at-large.  To develop and implement site-specific community involvement plan.  

ESSENTIAL JOB FUNCTIONS: DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

· Conduct a complete assessment of HIV/AIDS prevention education needs, including demographic and epidemiologic profiles and inventory of resources in the community (people with access to networks or groups, AIDS prevention educational materials, sources of information such as libraries research centers, etc.)

· Build positive working relationships with other organizations, (governmental, non-governmental, religious, civic, etc.) involved in AIDS related activities.

· Build positive working relationships with other organizations, including the media, not involved in AIDS related activities but who are influential members of the community 

· Develop outreach activities that promote understanding about HPTN activities

· Serve as facilitator of community education activities for the HPTN project 

· Serve as liaison between community groups and HPTN staff

· Identify CAB members or other means of community input into the research, by ensuring inclusion and representation from a broad segment of the community

· Increase capacity of CAB members to plan activities and participate in a broad range of HPTN activities, including scientific working groups

· Provide, encourage and support training and development of CAB members

· Keep CORE staff apprised of community education activities.  Submit regular reports of activities 

· Attend workshops, conferences and other meetings sponsored by HPTN

· Conduct regular workshops and other educational forums to provide information about HPTN research activities

· Develop and disseminate culturally and linguistically appropriate community education materials
